AUTHOR LIBBY HILL WILL SPEAK ON THE ORIGINS &
HISTORY OF THE CHICAGO RIVER

Libby Hill, author of The Chicago River, a Natural &
Unnatural History, will speak at a dessert and coffee
sponsored by SSYC and the Evanston North Shore Sail
& Power Squadron. She brings together years of original
research & the contributions of dozens of experts to

tell the Chicago River’s epic tale from the formation in
prehistoric bedrock to the notable rejuvenation it is still
undergoing today and every exciting episode in between.

Her 35-minute presentation will include a segment on
the construction of the controlling lock at Wilmette which
provided the opportunity for the development of Gilson
Park, Wilmette Harbor & Sheridan Shore Yacht Club. Hill
will introduce us to a body of water we thought we knew
with new facts and delight us with new ways to think
about our Chicago River.

Libby Hill has an MS in Geography and Environmental
Studies and teaches with that Department at Northeastern
Illinois University. She lives in Evanston with her
husband Wil. Her 302-page paperback book will be
available at $15 a copy.
